	Project Description: The Project site includes portions of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APN) 11326106, 11326107, 11326108, 11327101, and 11327102 in the City of Ontario, southwest San Bernardino County. The Project site encompasses approximately 97 acres and is located in the southern half of the Ontario International Airport (Airport) immediately west of the Cucamonga Channel and north of Mission Boulevard. 
 
The proposed Project is an aeronautical development and use that would be located within the Airport boundaries and is consistent with the Ontario International Airport Layout Plan. The proposed Project would replace existing, underutilized airport-related buildings and site improvements with an air cargo center. The Project would include demolition of the existing buildings and improvements on the site, and the development of a new air cargo center in two phases. The proposed air cargo center includes a cargo sorting building (Air Cargo Sort Building), truckyard, parking facilities, two aviation support buildings (ground service equipment [GSE] and aircraft line maintenance buildings), and aircraft apron improvements. 
	Project's Effects: The potential impacts of the Project were determined to be less than significant for the following topics: aesthetics, energy, hydrology / water quality, public services (fire and police), and utilities / service systems. The potential impacts of the proposed Project were determined to be less than significant for the following topics with mitigation measures: biological resources, cultural resources, geology / soils, hazards / hazardous materials, noise, and tribal cultural resources. The potential air quality, greenhouse gas emission, and transportation impacts of the proposed Project were determined to be significant and unavoidable as no mitigation measures or alternatives that can feasibly avoid or mitigate these impacts to less than significant have been identified. 
 
Proposed Project Design Features AQ-1 to AQ-8 and Mitigation Measures AQ-1 to AQ-7 and TRANS 1 to TRANS-5 would be implemented to reduce air quality and greenhouse gas emission impacts to the maximum extent feasible. These include construction truck and equipment requirements, construction crew ridesharing and transit incentives, operational truck and equipment requirements, cool roof installation, and single engine taxi operations for aircrafts. Mitigation Measures TRANS-1 to TRANS-5 would be implemented to also reduce Project VMT impacts to the maximum extent feasible. These include implementing programs (commute reduction, ridesharing, subsidized or discounted transit, and employer-sponsored vanpool) and providing bicycle facilities. With implementation of these mitigation measures, air quality, greenhouse gas emission, and transportation impacts would be reduced but would continue to be significant and unavoidable.
	Areas of Controversy: Concerns regarding potential air quality impacts have been addressed in Section 5.2: Air Quality, potential greenhouse gas emissions have been addressed in Section 5.7: Greenhouse Gas Emissions, and aircraft operation noise have been addressed in Section 5.10: Noise. Project Design Features and Mitigation Measures have been identified to reduce impacts related to air quality, greenhouse gas emissions, and transportation; however, significant and unavoidable Project-specific and cumulatively considerable construction- and operation-related impacts to air quality were identified. Project Design Features and Mitigation Measures would reduce greenhouse gas emissions impacts to the greatest extent feasible. But, based on the analyses conducted within this Draft EIR document, no feasible mitigation is available to reduce these impacts to a level of insignificance. Project level noise impacts were reduced to less than significant levels with incorporation of mitigation measures. In the year 2025 the proposed Project and construction of the Runway 8R-26L runway rehabilitation/reconstruction project would result in a temporary significant cumulative noise impact. Proposed Project impacts related to aircraft noise in 2025 would be reduced to less than significant levels with implementation of Mitigation Measure NOI-1. Therefore, the proposed Project's contribution to temporary cumulative noise impacts would not be cumulatively considerable. Transportation impacts of the proposed Project were determined to be significant and unavoidable as no mitigation measures or alternatives that can feasibly avoid or mitigate these impacts to less than significant have been identified. All other related potential impacts resulting from the proposed Project have been addressed and reduced to levels of less than significance throughout this Draft EIR.
