	Project Description: The proposed project is located at 1111, 1125, 1203, 1209, 1219, and 1227 Arguello Street in Redwood City, California on an approximately 3.5 acre site. The project proposes to develop a mixed-use development consisting of a 57,254 square foot multi-family residential building comprised of 33 affordable units, an approximately 300,000 square foot office building, and a 4,132 square foot childcare facility. In addition to the office development, the project would construct a three level shared below ground parking garage with 751 parking spaces. The project would also construct 3,862 linear feet of off-site recycled waterline to extend the City's recycled water system to the project site. 
	Project's Effects: The EIR identified potentially significant impacts for the following resources: Air Quality, Cultural Resources, Noise, and Tribal Cultural Resources. Potential air quality impacts can be mitigated with implementation of Mitigation Measure AIR-1 and AIR-2 which requires implementation of construction best management practices and minimization of exhaust emissions (Section 3.2). Potential cultural and tribal cultural resources impacts can be mitigated with implementation of Mitigation Measure CUL-1 and CUL-2 which requires worker awareness training prior to construction and outlines procedures to follow if any cultural resources are discovered during construction (Section 3.3 and 3.9). Potential noise impacts can be mitigated with implementation of Mitigation Measures NOI-1 through NOI-4 which requires construction of proposed office buildings facades that are exposed to the rail lines to CalGreen standards to reduce noise; implementation of construction noise and vibration reduction measures; and requiring a site-specific vibration study per requirements listed in the City's General Plan (Section 3.6). Other resource topics analyzed in the EIR included Aesthetics, Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Land Use and Planning, Population and Housing, Transportation, and Utilities and Service Systems which were all determined to not result in a potentially significant impact and did not require mitigation to reduce impacts. 
	Areas of Controversy: The City of Redwood City is not aware of any known controversy related to the proposed project. The IS/NOP previously prepared for the proposed project was circulated for a 30-day public review period to solicit comments from the public and agencies. Comments received during the review period were considered by the City during the preparation of this focused EIR and the scope of this EIR includes the potential impacts identified in the IS/NOP and issues raised by agencies and the public in response to the IS/NOP. This EIR will be circulated for a 45-day public review period to solicit any other comments from the public and agencies and will be considered by the City prior to the certification of this EIR and prior to project approval.
