MM BIO-3 (Western Spadefoot): For areas where spadefoot occurs, areas with small mammal burrows shall be avoided.
MM BIO-4 (Nesting Birds): A preconstruction survey to identify active bird nests shall be conducted.

MM BIO-5 (Swainson’s Hawks): Measures shall be implemented to reduce potential impacts to Swainson’s hawk.
