Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project site is located at the southern terminus of Crooked Creek Drive, east of SR-57 Freeway. The Project includes
the development of seven single-family residences, five attached accessory dwelling units, and associated infrastructure
including a southward expansion of the existing Crooked Creek Drive and a maintenance access within the Proposed
Development Area of the approximately 12.9-acre vacant Project Site. The Project consists of nine total lots: seven
residential lots; one lot designated for the private roadway (i.e., southward expansion of Crooked Creek Drive); and one
lot which includes the maintenance access and approximately 10.4 acres of retained undeveloped area.

The Project applicant is requesting approval of the following: (1) Vesting Tentative Tract Map to subdivide the property
into nine parcels, (2) Development Review for compliance with all applicable Development Code standards and design
guidelines, (3) Tree Permit to remove 62 existing protected trees and replace them with a total of 213 that includes
walnuts and oaks, and (4) Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Development overlay district, retaining wall height
modifications setback and minimum lot size reductions. The Project may also require a California Department of Fish and
Wildlife Section 1600 Streambed Alteration Agreement, Regional Water Quality Control Board Section 401 Certification,
and a U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Section 404 Permit.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The potential significant effects associated with the Project prior to the implementation of mitigation measures include
biological resources, cultural resources, paleontological resources, noise vibration, and tribal cultural resources. The
mitigation measures for biological resources include construction best management practices such as fencing, limiting
construction vehicle speeds, disposing of trash, maintaining construction equipment, and sediment control; limiting
construction during bird nesting season if nest are found; and provide replacement trees. The mitigation measures for
cultural resources include retaining a qualified archaeologist that provides sensitivity training; provide archaeololgical
monitoring; cease construction within 100 feet if a resource or human remain is found; and provide a final monitoring
report. The mitigation measures for paleontological resources include retaining a qualified paleontologist to conduct
sensitivity training; conduct paleontological monitoring below 5 feet; recover, evaluate and curate significant fossils if
found; and prepare a final monitoring report. The mitigation measures for noise vibration include limiting use of large
bulldozers and drill rigs near existing residential structures; provide a temporary asphalt surface onsite adjacent to the
existing Crooked Creek Drive cul-de-sac; and limit speeds of construction trucks. The mitigation measures for tribal
cultural resources include provision of a Native American monitor during ground-disturbing activities; cease construction
within 100 feet if a resource is found; and recover, evaluate and curate discovered resources if determined to be
significant.
