Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project analyzed within this EIR is the approval and development of a proposed 0.97-acre recreational
space that would consist of a skatepark, playground, restroom building, raised berm seating, and landscaping, and would
include an adjacent 0.78-acre multi-use trail. The 20,000 square foot skatepark would be fenced with two entrances and
would include two bowl areas and a street skating area. The approximately 1,123 square-foot playground would include a
playground structure, a water fountain, a restroom building and wrap-around concrete bench-style seating. An open
grass area with seating and shade structures would diagonally divide the skatepark from the playground. The proposed
project also includes the related discretionary approvals, including an amendment to the Kinoshita Farm Specific Plan
(SP) 85-01 and rezone of the project property from Agri-Business (A)/Specific Plan (SP) to Specific Plan (SP).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project would result in a significant and unavoidable impact to agricultural resources by converting 1.75
acres of Prime Farmland to a non-agricultural use. With implementation of Mitigation Measure AG-1 (MM-AG-1), a
contribution to the City's Agricultural Preservation Fund shall be required; however, this mitigation measure would not
reduce the impact to a less-than-significant level and the impact would remain significant and unavoidable.

The proposed project would result in a potentially significant impact to biological resources. Mitigation Measure BIO-1
(MM-BIO-1) shall be implemented to require nesting bird surveys to ensure conformance with relevant regulations and
reduce the impact to a less-than-significant level.

The proposed project would result in a potentially significant impact to cultural resources and tribal cultural resources.
Mitigation MM-CUL-1 through MM-CUL-3 shall be implemented to reduce potential effects to yet unknown cultural or
tribal cultural resources to a less-than-significant level.

The proposed project would result in a potentially significant impact to paleontological resources. Mitigation Measure MM
-GEO-1 through MM-GEO-4 shall be implemented to reduce potential effects to yet unknown paleontological resources
to a less-than-significant level.

The proposed project would result in a potentially significant impact related to construction noise. Mitigation Measure MM
-NOI-1 shall be implemented to reduce potential effects related to construction noise to a less-than-significant level.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

Pursuant to Section 15082 of the CEQA Guidelines, a Notice of Preparation (NOP) was released for public review from
February 2, 2023, to March 3, 2023. The City held a public scoping meeting on February 23, 2023. Key environmental
issues and concerns raised at the scoping meeting or in response to the NOP included:

1. Agriculture: Concerns related to loss of agricultural land.
2. Noise: Concerns related to increased noise from the proposed project at residences across Camino Del Avion were

expressed.
3.Transportation: Concerns related to efficiency of circulation, short-term bike parking, and street parking along Camino

Del Avion were expressed.
