Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The State of California, Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to restore pavement on all travel lanes on U.S.
Highway 395 for 2.8 miles in Mono County, from 0.5 miles south of Lower Rock Creek Rd. (postmile R9.8) to 1.3 miles
south of Crowley Lake Dr. overcrossing structure (postmile R12.6). In addition to pavement rehabilitation, the project
work would upgrade guardrail to current standards, extend an existing chain-up area, and make traffic safety and
operational improvements to the intersection of US 395 and Owens Gorge Rd/Rock Creek Rd.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project includes biological impacts as a result of culvert work and work in riparian areas. Caltrans may minimize
these impacts through pre-construction plant and animal surveys, implementation of environmental sensitive area
fencing or no work zone buffers, construction monitoring, and compensatory mitigation.

Construction of lighting at chain installation areas could impact the aesthetic character of the area as well as views of
"dark skies". The project design should, to the extent possible, take into consideration a lighting system that is activated
by a switch or a timer so that lighting is only active when needed.

Construction noise will be audible to several adjacent residences, businesses, and a campground. The Caltrans public
information office will contact residents and businesses of Sunny Slopes and Toms Place as well as the US Forest

Service (for Tuff Campground) and owner of Toms Place Resort prior to construction so they can anticipate upcoming
construction noise.
