	Project Description: The Town of Moraga (Town) proposes to provide improvements to a single-lane roundabout corridor at the intersections of St. Mary’s Road / Rheem Boulevard and St. Mary’s Road / Bollinger Canyon Road.  The purpose of the 2.96 acre proposed project is to provide congestion relief at the St. Mary’s Road and Rheem Boulevard and to improve stopping sight distance and visibility at the Rheem Boulevard and Bollinger Canyon Road intersections. The project is proposed to alleviate the current congestion, reduce intersection delays and queues, improve multimodal safety and to better accommodate pedestrian and bicycle traffic.
