	Project Description: Caltrans proposes to upgrade the bridge railing and widen the structure of Jack Peters Creek Bridge (Bridge # 10-0150) between post miles 51.3 and 52.1 on State Route 1 in Mendocino County. Work would include widening the existing bridge, adding a separated pedestrian path, and upgrading bridge rails and existing guardrails. The centerline of the bridge would be shifted to the east, and bridge approaches would be widened.
	Project's Effects: With the following mitigation measures incorporated for potential impacts to bishop pine forest, it is anticipated that the project would have less than significant impacts: 

• Onsite revegetation and enhancement:  In addition to restoring disturbed areas, Caltrans would revegetate additional acreage with plants that are co-dominant within bishop pine forest.  This may involve removing invasive plant species, such as Monterey cypress and Monterey pine.
