	Project Description: Quail Valley Recreational Village proposes to construct a new well to replace existing Well 1. Existing Well 1 has declined in production and can no longer satisfy the water supply needs of the community. The new well and its supplemental components will be constructed within Quail Valley Recreational Village and will have a total area of approximately 150 square feet after construction. It is anticipated that there will be a submersible electric pump and motor. The new well will be connected to the water system via a pipeline installed in the road and connected to the existing water storage tank and distribution system. The new well will have a 4-foot by 4-foot concrete foundation constructed around it. A chlorination water treatment system will also be constructed adjacent to the new well for disinfection of the groundwater. Construction, drilling, and excavation will take place within the Project limits which is an existing and disturbed location.

	Reasons for exemption(s): The Project meets the criteria for Class 1 because Well 1 is an existing facility that will be deactivated and the modifications to the water system involve no expansion of capacity. The Project also meets Class 3 criteria because the new well and its components are a new small construction within the Quail Valley Recreational Village. The Project involves no expansion of use beyond that existing at the time of the lead agency’s determination.
