Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project involves a Master Development Plan (MDP) that establishes the foundation for the hospital
expansion and for future growth of the St. Joseph's Medical Center. The MDP includes a Site Master Plan which includes
the Acute Care Hospital Tower, a new multi-level Parking Structure, potential construction of a new central utility plant,
expansion of the existing generator building and other required support facilities within the Medical Center boundaries.
Future opportunities for additional medical buildings and required parking to serve such facilities are also included under
the MDP as part of a longer-term planning horizon.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project would result in the following significant and unavoidable impacts:

- Impact 4.2-1 The proposed project would conflict with applicable zoning and other regulations governing scenic quality.
(No feasible mitigation)

- Impact 4.7-1 The proposed project would generate greenhouse gas emissions, either directly or indirectly, that may
have a significant impact on the environment. (MM 4.7-1 for GHG emission reduction measures and MM 4.7-2 for GHG
emissions reduction program)

- Impact 4.7-2 The proposed project would conflict with an applicable plan, policy, or regulation adopted for the purpose
of reducing the emissions of greenhouse gases.

Potentially significant impacts that could be reduced to less-than-significant levels with mitigation include cultural
resources and tribal cultural resources (MM 4.4-2 for unknown subsurface resources, MM 4.4-3 for treatment of human
remains, MM 4.4-4 for tribal cultural resources), paleontological resources (MM 4.6-8 for unanticipated paleontological
discovery), hazards and hazardous materials (MM 4.8-1 for lead-based paint abatement), noise (MM 4.9-1 for
construction noise, MM 4.9-2 for operational noise, MM 4.9-3 for ADA ingress and egress notification system), and
transportation (MM 4.11-1 for a traffic signal). Biological resources impacts would be mitigated by Conditions of Approval
(COA) for preconstruction surveys.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

Known areas of controversy include concerns brought up in the Sierra Club letter. The Sierra Club letter requests more
information on the relationship between Dignity Health (CommonSpirit Health) and Kaiser Permanente and asks if Dignity
Health included the public during preparation of the MDP. The letter also requests for the project alternatives to address
acquiring adjacent parcels for expansion in lieu of retaining all the development on the existing medical campus, as well
as alternatives to constructing the Parking Structure. The letter also requests the project’s impact on biological resources
that may use the adjacent cemeteries for foraging and nesting be evaluated.
