Orange County Public Works, in cooperation with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), is proposing to
replace the Silverado Canyon Road Bridge (Bridge No. 55C-0177) over Silverado Creek. The existing bridge is a single
span and crosses over Silverado Creek. The proposed Project will replace the existing substandard steel bridge; a
portion of the construction funding is provided by the Highway Bridge Program (HBP).

The replacement bridge will have 12-foot wide lanes and will include a 4-foot shoulder on the north side and 6-foot
shoulder on the south side, for a minimum total barrier to barrier width of 34 feet.

The narrow road and limited right of way requires the replacement structure be placed in the same location as the
existing structure. There is no viable detour available. The bridge will be replaced utilizing staged construction with
approximately % the bridge replaced in each stage.
