	Project Description: The project site is presently developed with one building, previously occupied by Pepsi Bottling Group. The proposed project includes development of a standalone concrete tilt-up warehouse, office, and manufacturing facility and would involve demolition of the existing building on-site. Prospective tenants would operate out of a proposed building with a footprint of 125,500 square feet. Other project components include vehicular and pedestrian access and circulation improvements; surface parking and utility improvements; and various hardscape and landscape improvements. Project development requires City approval of a Site Plan and Design Review and adoption of a mitigated negative declaration.
	Project's Effects: The Initial Study for the proposed project indicates that with implementation of mitigation measures, impacts related to air quality, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, transportation, and tribal cultural resources would be reduced to a less than significant level.
