The proposed Project includes up to 123 residences, which would be comprised of attached duplexes and some
detached single-family homes (it should be noted that the final unit count may be reduced to fewer than 123 residences).
The Project site contains approximately 12.8 gross developable acres (GDA), and the density of the Project site would be
up to approximately 9.6 units/acre. The typical lot size will be 30 feet by 70 feet or 2,100 square feet. The maximum
footprint of the residences would be 70% of the lot size. All existing structures within the Project site would be
demolished, and the associated infrastructure removed, including any septic tanks, leach fields, and wells on-site, per
City of Manteca requirements.
