	Project Description: The Alameda County Water District (District) proposes to carry out the Alameda Reservoir Improvements Project (project). The project is located at 585 Shoshone Court in Fremont, California. The purpose of this project is to replace the roof and roof framing system and seismically upgrade the reservoir. The seismic upgrade of the reservoir would include replacement of the roof, replacement of the reservoir's valve stem extension, installation of a new forced air ventilation system, and installation of new interior lighting. Construction would occur between September, 2022 and September, 2023.
	Project's Effects: The potentially significant impacts resulting from project work could occur on the following resources: Air Quality, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources,  Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, and Tribal Cultural Resources. 

The project would have a less than significant impact on each resource with the incorporation of mitigation measures defined in the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration. The mitigation measures include dust and engine emissions control, conducting nesting bird survey if construction activities occur during nesting bird season (February 1 to August 31), installation of exclusion fencing to protect California red-legged frog, conducting worker environmental awareness training,conducting pre-construction survey prior to work, monitoring ground-disturbing activities by an archaeologist and tribal cultural representative, implementing ground-disturbing activities measures to protected cultural resources, temporarily halt work if fossil is discovered, implementing measures to reduce impacts from hazardous materials, and implementing noise reduction measures during construction. 
	Areas of Controversy: No issues have yet been raised by agencies or the public. ACWD anticipates that construction noise will be the  most important temporary impact to neighbors and to the local fauna.
