The Valley Ranch Unit 3 project consists of a proposal to subdivide a 17.27-acre vacant property into 103 single family
residential lot. Lots range in size from 5,000 to 13,583 square feet with a density of approximately 5.96 units per acre.
This project is located at the southeast corner of E Street and Husted Road, Williams, CA; Assessor’s Parcel
005-270-037, Williams, CA. This project iconsists of a tentative map for subdivision of land that is subject to City of
Williams Planning Commission approval. If approved, the project could result in the development of 103 market rate
houses.

The initial study prepared for this project in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) considers
all project impacts for categories identified in the CEQA Checklist.

E. Hydrology and Water Quality: 3 Mitigation Measures to reduce hydrologic impacts such as flooding and water quality.
F. Noise: 2 Mitigation Measures to reduce potential noise impacts from construction and sound attenuation.

G. Transportation: 1 Mitigation Measure to address sight distance visibility for traffic safety.
