The installation of a primary service 12kV backbone to feed the future industrial development near the intersection of Maggio Road and State Route 7 in Calexico, CA.
To accommodate the development project, 11D will extend approximately 200 feet of overhead primary circuit across SR 7 from east to west on the north side of Maggio
Rd., then extend approximately 10,200 feet from a new switch vault that will be located on the southwest corner of SR 7 and Maggio Rd. The new underground service
would entail 750 MCM ACN conductor and conduit, switch vaults, sector sleeves and transformers. See attached location map showing SOW Phase 1 and Phase 2.
