[The proposed project would include the renovation of the existing multi-purpose room, demolition of 13 older classrooms
and removal of 4 older portables. In turn, 31 new modular classrooms would be installed. When completed the project
site would have a total of 31 classrooms or a net increase of 16 classrooms. Additionally, the front entrance and internal
accessways and parking will be reconfigured to better address student drop-off and pickup and to ameliorate congestion
on Strawberry Lane. Deteriorated hardscape and asphalt areas will be removed and updated hardscape, landscaping
and play field areas created.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: Project emissions are below threshold, however the project is required to comply with the Sacramento Area
Metropolitan Alr Quality District's Dust Control rules. This should reduce nuisance dust to less than significant.

Nesting Birds. The project will remove trees on site which may have active nesting sites. Mitigation measures to comply
with the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) are included.

Suspect Material Hazards. The Phase | report for the site identified that the site has some Asbestos Containing Material
(ABC) and lead residue that will need to be properly removed prior to or as part of the demolition of older buildings and
site clearance. Mitigation measures are include based on the Hazardous Materials Survey, Final Report, prepared for
\Wallace-Kuhl Associates, by Entek Consulting Group, Inc prepared for the project. These measures reduce risks to
less-than-significant.

[Tribal Resources. The NCIC records search determined the site was low sensitivity for cultural resources. However, the
United Auburn Indian Community requested a mitigation for unanticipated discoveries, This mitigation measure is
included in the document and reduces the potential discovery of unanticipated resources to less-than-significant.
