Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project consists of modifications to the existing treatment plant effluent pumps, a bifurcation station and flow meter,
approximately 2 miles of new outfall pipeline, a levee crossing system (vacuum assisted siphon priming system, priming
valve vault, primer trap structure), new diffuser structure in the Feather River bed, an access ramp over the levee to
access the new outfall, new power connections, and acquisition of easements including temporary construction
easements. The project is located in southeastern Yuba City and unincorporated Sutter County. The project area begins
in the open space just east of the Shanghai Bend subdivision extending south of Levee Road and crossing over existing
farmland to Garden Highway. The project continues south on Garden Highway before crossing over private property into
the Feather River.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Project impacts would be reduced to less than significant with the following measures:

MM BIO-1: Protect elderberry shrubs to avoid and minimize potential impacts to valley elderberry longhorn beetle.
MM BIO-2: Monitoring to avoid and minimize potential impacts to Swainson's hawk.

MM BIO-3: Monitoring to avoid and minimize potential impacts to nesting birds.

MM BIO-4: Construction practices to avoid and minimize potential impacts to anadromous fish.

MM BIO-5: Riparian tree mitigation and monitoring plan to protect and restore riparian trees along the Feather River.
MM CUL-1: Construction monitoring to protect unknown archaeological resources.

MM GEO-1: Prepare a Paleontological Resource Monitoring and Mitigation Plan.

MM GEO-2: Worker Environmental Awareness Training for paleontological resources.

MM HAZ-1: Perform a Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment if contaminants are suspected.

MM TCR-1: Tribal coordination prior to ground disturbance.

MM TCR-2: Tribal coordination for inadvertent discovery of suspected tribal cultural resources.
