	Project Description: The proposed project would demolish all existing structures and construct a new five-story apartment complex and parking garage on 5.5 acres of the site. The applicant may also include the future development of a seven-story hotel on the remaining 1.2 acres of the project site, which would occur under a separate application. The proposed apartment complex would be approximately 396,272 gross square feet (gsf) and would consist of 384 apartment units, common open space and recreational amenity areas, and an office space for property management and leasing services. The proposed apartment complex would wrap around a six-level above-ground parking garage of approximately 203,514 gsf. The future hotel is anticipated to be approximately 135,967 gsf and surround an approximately 69,533 gsf above-ground parking garage. The future hotel would include up to 200 guest rooms and onsite amenity areas such as a restaurant and meeting room that could be reserved by businesses, local community organizations, and residents for family or special events. Other site improvements included as part of the proposed project would be landscaping, utility connections, and construction of pedestrian walkways and internal access driveways.
