Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Proposal by REN-DE LLC to consider the following entitlements for a 46 lot residential subdivision: 1) Tentative Tract
Map (No. 37177) to subdivide 34.6 acres into 46 residential lots and two lettered lots for the purposes of a bioretention
basin and open space; and 2) Grading Exception to allow a retaining wall higher than allowed by the Grading Code. The
34.6 acre vacant project site consists of three contiguous parcels and is situated on the south side of Bradley Street,
between Golden Star Avenue and Harbart Drive, in the R-1-1/2 Acre - Single Family Residential Zone, in Ward 4. The
Community & Economic Development Department recommends that the Planning Commission determine the project will
not have a significant effect on the environment and that a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring and
Reporting Program (MMRP) be adopted.

Potentially significant impacts related to the following are analyzed in the Initial Study: Aesthetics, Air Quality, Biological
Resources, Cultural Resources, Energy, Geology and Soils, Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Land Use and Planning,
Noise, Transportation, Tribal Cultural Resources, Utilities and Service Systems, Fire Protection and Wildfire.

Mitigation measures include: conservation of riperian habitat, provision of an in-lieu fee program for mitigation of impacts
to riperian habitat, limitation of construction period to avoid impacts to nesting birds, requirement for a preconstruction
burrowing owl survey, requirement for archaeologist monitoring during ground disturbing activities, recordation of
relocated bedrock milling features, directions for inadvertent cultural resources discoveries, completion of a Cultural
Sensitivity Training, and preparation and review of a Fuel Modification Plan.
