The processing of CDI material involves the separation of the material into piles based on material type,
and the chipping and grinding of the appropriate wood waste material. Since green waste loads are often
mixed with small quantities of CDI material, processing also involves combing out the CDI materials from
the green waste material. CDI materials that cannot be chipped and ground, are then transported off-site
for further processing. The daily inbound tonnage of CDI material currently cannot not exceed 24.9 TPD.
The proposed amendment to the CUP would permit an increase in the permitted processing capacity of
inert construction and demolition debris from the current 24.9 tons per day (TPD) to 49.9 TPD. The
length of on-site storage time of unprocessed CDI will not exceed 15 days.
