	Project Description: 1. A Tentative Parcel Map to divide 0.76 acres into four lots in the RD-5 zone.

2. A Special Development Permit to allow four lots to take access from a private drive and for the existing duplexes to deviate from the required front yard setback.

3. A Design Review to comply with the Countywide Design Guidelines.


	Project's Effects: As a result of Class A public street improvements that are required along Landis Avenue, a total of five (5) Valley Oak trees will need to be removed as the critical root zone will be paved and the trees will not survive.  However, based on the submitted arborist report and a site visit conducted by staff, all five (5) trees are in poor condition from ongoing pruning by the local utility company.  No mitigation is required for the removal of these trees because they are in poor physical condition.  The extension of the private drive to the south to service the newly created lots will cause encroachment greater than 50% of two (2) Valley Oak trees.  These trees will be considered a loss as the critical root zone will be paved and the trees will need to be removed due to safety. Mitigation has been added to the project that either trees be replanted on the property or a fee be paid to the Sacramento Tree Foundation.  Construction protection mitigation measures have been added to protect the other Valley Oaks on the subject property.  The removal of Valley Oaks on the subject property may impact nesting birds.  Mitigation has been added that nesting surveys shall be conducted prior to the start of construction. 
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
