	Project Description: The project involves the construction of a new two-story single-family residence on the 1.295-acre vacant lot. The single-family residence would total 3,758 square feet in size and include a 1,348 square foot four-car garage. The site would be landscaped and utility improvements would be installed to serve the proposed residence.
A General Plan Amendment (GPA2022-001) and Zone Amendment (ZA2022-0002) are required to change the land use designation of the site from P/QP (Public/Quasi Public) to RF (Residential Foothill). The construction of the home requires the approval of a Hillside Development Permit (HDP2022-002) as the lot will result in grading with five feet or more of cut and fill, and a retaining wall more than six feet high. A Neighborhood Compatibility Design Review (DR2022-0009) is required for the construction of a new two-story single-family residence. Lastly, the approval of a Minor Exception (ME2022-0008) from Monrovia Municipal Code Section 17.12.040 is required.
	Project's Effects: The draft Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration provides analysis of all of the environmental topics identified in Appendix G of the CEQA Guidelines. Of those topics, the following require mitigation measures to bring impacts to less-than-significant levels: biological resource, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards, emergency access, tribal cultural resources, and wildfire. All environmental impacts can be mitigated to less than significant. 
	Areas of Controversy: A prior version of the Draft IS/MND was circulated in February 2022. Since that time, additional biological resource studies have been conducted to address the comments and meet the requests of the California Department of Fish and Wildlife. Other areas of controversy are beyond biological resources are not environmental in nature and are focused on whether the site should be developed, design features of the project, project materials, and similar. Responses to the comments received on the prior draft IS/MND (February 2022) are included as an appendix to the revised Draft IS/MND.
