	Project Description: The Project is the adoption and implementation of a comprehensive update to the Culver City General Plan and amendments to the City’s Zoning Code to implement the General Plan 2045. The General Plan 2045 would provide a framework and vision to guide growth and development within the Planning Area through 2045. The General Plan 2045, along with the Zoning Code Update, would serve as the basis for planning-related decisions made by City staff, the Planning Commission, and the City Council. By law, a general plan must be an integrated, internally consistent statement of City policies. The General Plan 2045 includes the seven required elements under Government Code Section 65302 as well as optional elements. The General Plan 2045 will include the following elements: Land Use and Community Design; Housing; Mobility; Conservation; Noise; Safety; Parks, Recreation, and Public Facilities; Greenhouse Gas Reduction; Infrastructure; Community Health and Environmental Justice; Economic Development; Arts, Culture, and Creative Economy; and Governance and Leadership. (The 2021-2029 Housing Element was adopted in August 2022.)
	Project's Effects: Based on the analyses contained in the Draft PEIR, implementation of the Project would result in significant impacts that cannot be mitigated with respect to (1) Air Quality, (2) Cultural Resources, (3) Noise, and (4) Transportation. All other impacts were found to be less than significant or less than significant with mitigation.

Mitigation measures include:
MM AQ-1 (Tier 4), MM AQ-2 (Low VOC for Architectural Coatings), MM AQ-3 (Energy Efficient Appliances), MM AQ-4 (EV Charging for Multifamily Dwellings), MM AQ-5 (Parking and Future EV Charging), MM AQ-6 (Construction Air Quality Study), MM AQ-7 (HRA), MM BIO-1 (Baseline Biological Assessment), MM BIO-2 (Nesting Bird Surveys), MM CUL-1 (Historic Resources), MM CUL-2 (Archeological Resources), MM GEO-1(Paleontological Resources), MM NOI-1 (Construction Noise), and MM NOI-2 (Construction Vibration).
	Areas of Controversy: The City received comment letters from public agencies and the public during public review period in response to the Notice of Preparation of an Environmental Impact Report (NOP) and Recirculated NOP. In general, the comment letters recommended that the analyses consider potential impacts related to the following environmental resources: transportation, including transit, walkability, access, and vehicle miles travelled (VMT); air quality; greenhouse gas emissions; biological resources; cultural and tribal cultural resources; and public utilities and services.
