	Project Description: The proposed Capital Improvement Project would install an approximately 30-foot long segment of 18-inch diameter reinforced concrete pipe (RCP) storm drain and new 5-foot long by 5-foot curb long inlet. The storm drain trench would be at a depth of 5 – 7 feet and width of 3-4 feet, and would occur entirely within the developed right-of-way (ROW). An existing traffic signal conduit and loop detectors will be relocated. Any roadway impacted by trenching will be resurfaced. 
	Project's Effects: The City of San Diego conducted an Initial Study which determined that the proposed project could have a significant environmental effect in the following areas(s): CULTURAL RESOURCES (ARCHAEOLOGY) and TRIBAL CULTURAL RESOURCES. Archaeology and Tribal Cultural Resources could potentially occur for the development of the project, therefore a qualified Archaeologist and Native American monitoring shall occur during construction and installation of the storm drain. The project would implement mitigation measures as outlined in Section V, of the Mitigated Negative Declaration and impacts would be reduced to below a level of significance.
