	Project Description: Two lot minor subdivision of a 4.10± acre parcel into two parcels of 2.37± acres (Lot 1) and 1.73± acres (Lot 2).  There is an existing multi-family affordable housing complex on the proposed Lot 1.  Applicants intend to use separate lot to finance an additional 32 units of multi-family housing on the proposed Lot 2.  The side is immediately adjacent to the City of Ukiah and is served by the Ukiah Valley Sanitation District for wastewater treatment, and by an out-of-area service agreement with the City of Ukiah for domestic water.  
	Project's Effects: Potential effects from the project are minimal.  There are several multi-family housing units in the immediate area.  The project site is served by both a sewer and water district (via OOA agreement), and accessed by two publicly maintained roads.  Existing approvals associated with the previous housing complexes require construction of a bike line to connect to existing lanes within the City of Ukiah, and the site is within close walking distance (<10 minutes) to major facilities including grocery, clothing and hardware stores, and multiple restaurants.  Previous projects have also cleared the site and established protections for the adjacent creek (Orrs Creek).  
	Areas of Controversy: To date, no controversial issues have been raised to the Lead Agency.  The applicant, Rural Communities Housing Development Corporation (RCHDC), has a good track record of creating affordable housing in the area and working with local agencies on the approval process.
