	Project Description: The City of Corona proposes to widen the Magnolia Avenue Bridge over Temescal Wash Channel and its approaches from El Camino Ave to 1,000 feet east of the private All American Way, or approximately at Leeson Lane. The Project will increase the number of travel lanes from four to six consistent with the City’s General Plan, install ADA-compliant sidewalk, curb and gutter, and striping for a shared shoulder and Class III bike lane, medians, and 12-foot-wide travel lanes.
