	Project Description: The Project will demolish an existing, one-story commercial building and surface parking lot, and construct a five-story office-retail building encompassing a total floor area of 67,889 square feet. The Project will include 67,242 square feet of office space and 647 square feet of retail space, and will reach a maximum height of approximately 77 feet and 9 inches (73 feet and 6 inches to the top of the parapet). The Project will provide 168 vehicular parking spaces and 26 bicycle parking spaces on the ground floor and two subterranean levels. With the addition of the existing building floor area that will remain on Lots 18-20 (developed with two, two-story commercial buildings) the Project proposes a FAR of 1.88 to 1.
