The two-story building would consist of up to 20,000 square feet (sf) with a maximum height of 30 feet, as well as outdoor gathering spaces and amenities. The building would include, but not be limited to, the following components: museum of Olympic and Sierra Nevada ski history, cultural community center, event space, visitor center, cafe', and museum shop.
	Project's Effects: The initial study checklist identified potentially significant impacts with respect to Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hydrology and Water Quality, and Tribal Cultural Resources. Implementation of Mitigation Measures reduced those to less than significant with no need for further analysis. The Draft EIR identified potentially significant project impacts with respect to Aesthetics, Air Quality/GHG/Energy, Noise, Transportation, and Wildfire. All potentially significant adverse impacts would be mitigable to less-than-significant levels.
