The project consists of an entitlement request for a Use Permit for a new single-family residence on an approximately
0.57-acres parcel within the boundaries of the Garden Highway Special Planning Area. The project proposes the
construction of a 2,400 square foot single-family residence including two bedrooms, 1.5 bathrooms, a kitchen, a great
room, and a game room. The development plans also include a 780 square foot garage, 360 square foot deck (main
floor), and a 300 square foot patio (second floor). The dwelling is proposed on a pier and grade beam foundation. The
existing on-site shed will be demolished prior to construction of the proposed single-family residence.
