Amendment to the project's previous MND. Project changes include increasing the number of cannabis operations from
three to six operators. The new and expanded operations will be into both vacant and currently occupied greenhouse
space, therefore the project now includes displacement (with replacement) of 140,000 square feet of agriculture currently
present on the with existing greenhouses. No new development is proposed, and infrastructure already present on the
site shall be used to serve the new and expanded commercial cannabis operations.
