	Project Description: The proposed Project is located on APNs 951-020-001, 951-020-002, 951-060-001, and 951-060-002 in the County of Riverside and is mostly undeveloped with the exception of the vacant single-family residence and consists of areas of heavy seasonal vegetation and trees throughout. The applicant for the proposed Project is requesting approval of a Plot Plan to construct a 19,855 square foot (SF) winery building, parking, landscaping, and associated infrastructure improvements and Change of Zone to change the zone from Citrus/Vineyard (C/V) to Wine Country - Winery (WC-W).  
	Project's Effects: The Project would utilize mitigation measures set forth in the Wine County Community Plan (WCCP). In addition to mitigation from the WCCP, the Project would implement Project specific mitigation measures to reduce any potentially significant impact. The Project site is located with in the Southwest Area Plan Western County Multiple-Species Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHSC), has suitable habitat for borrowing owls, and can potentially support migratory birds. Therefore, the Project would implement Mitigation Measures BIO-1 through BIO-3 to reduce impacts by completing a pre-construction nesting bird survey, pre-construction burrowing owl survey, and a pre-construction survey and fee payments for the Orange-throated Whiptail. The Noise Study completed for the Project did not identify any potentially significant impacts related to noise, however, to be courteous of the adjacent residential homes, NOI-1 was incorporated to prohibit loaded trucks and heavy mobile equipment greater than 80,000 pounds from any construction activities within 90 feet of residential structures. A Paleontological Resource Assessment was prepared for the site determined that ground disturbances greater than 5 feet may adversely impact paleontological resources. Thus, PALEO-1 was incorporated requiring a paleontological resource management plan (PRMP) to mitigate potential impacts to fossils.
