	Project Description: Proposed intersection improvements would include lane reconfiguration along Valley Boulevard, intersection corner improvements, and removal of on-street parking spaces. Temporary construction easements and partial right of way acquisitions are anticipated to accommodate the proposed improvements. The new lane configuration would include a new dedicated eastbound right-turn lane to accommodate the addition of auxiliary lanes on Valley Boulevard in both directions. The dedicated left-turn lanes on Valley Boulevard would be lengthened in both directions. Vegetation removal is required to accommodate the improvements at the southwest corner of the intersection, which include the installation of traffic signal poles and cabinets, a new curb return, and new driveways. In addition, the Project would incorporate improvements to the northwest intersection corner planned by the hotel adjacent to the Project area. The intersection improvements would include various areas of pavement rehabilitation within the limits of the pavement striping. Continental crosswalks composed of thick horizontal striping are proposed to increase visibility for pedestrians. The Project would include synchronizing traffic signals along the Valley Boulevard arterial.
	Project's Effects: Air Quality: Project construction would result in temporary odors and emissions of air quality pollutants that are typically associated with construction activity. Measures AVM-AQ-1 and AVM-AQ-2 would be applied during project construction to minimize air quality pollutants from construction activities. Biological Resources: Construction activities, including tree and vegetation removal, could result in direct impacts on migratory birds, raptors, and bats if they were to be nesting or roosting in and/or adjacent to the project area. Therefore, measures AVM-BIO-1 through AVM-BIO-6 would be implemented to avoid or minimize impacts on biological resources. Cultural/Tribal Cultural Resources: The project could result in the discovery of unanticipated archaeological resources or tribal cultural resources during construction. AVM-CUL-1 and AVM-CUL-2 would be implemented to avoid impacts on archaeological resources and human remains in the event of an unanticipated discovery. Geology and Soils:Soil conditions in the project  area are potentially susceptible to erosion and liquefaction; therefore measures AVM-GEO-1 through AVM-GEO-2 would be implemented to avoid or minimize risk associated with this hazard. In addition measure AVM-GEO-3 would be implemented if any paleontological resources are discovered during ground disturbance. Hazards and Hazardous Materials: The project area has the potential to contain hazardous materials; therefore measures MM-HAZ-1, AVM-HAZ-2, and AVM-HAZ-3 would be implemented to mitigate, avoid, and minimize impacts related to hazards. Noise: Noise levels during construction could cause disturbances; therefore, measure NOI-1 and NOI-2 would be implemented to minimize noise impacts.
