The project would include 34 RV spaces with electric, water, sewer, and wifi hookups; a children's playground, 2 dog park
areas,enclosed dumpster, and a managers unit located in the existing residence. RVs must be fully contained. Landscaping would
encase the site, along with a noise barrier consisting of a 5' landscaped berm and 5' sound wall to reduce existing freeway noise levels
onsite. Each site would measure at least 1800 SF (30'x60"), finished with compacted gravel. A 24" wide paved interior circulation route
is included along with 5 additional parking stalls. Guests may stay for a maximum of two years, with monthly site rentals. A vegetated
drainage basin and collection system is proposed and the raw irrigation water system onsite would remain intact for continued use.
