The City of Roseville proposes construction of the East Site Radio Communication Tower: Emergency and Daily
Operational Services Project (proposed project) in the Infill Planning Area of the City of Roseville, California. The
proposed project would involve the construction of a radio communications tower, associated communications building
and access roadway.

The project site is located at 2001 Strauch Drive, east of the intersection of Strauch Drive and Huntington Drive in the
City of Roseville, CA.

All work shall halt within a 100-foot
radius of the discovery, designated parties notified, and an archaeologist, in consultation with a culturally-affiliated tribe,
will make a determination as to treatment of the discovery, if required.

(TCR-3): Restoration location designation. Following completion of ground disturbance, soil will be retained onsite, at a
mutually agreed upon time, a location shall be selected for reburial and/or placement of soil to restore all cultural items or
cultural soils to the TCR.

(TCR-4): Install protective fencing during construction.
