3. Description of Project Site: 

General Topographic Features (slopes and other features):  Cultivation area of the property is flat 
with a slight (less than 3 degree) slope to the north east. The slope and slope direction vary on the 
non-cannabis portions of the property. There is an agricultural collection pond on the property 
that was man made and is not a natural feature.   

Natural Features (general vegetation types, presence of streams and wetlands, forested areas):  
There is  watercourse on the western property boundary that is intermittent and flows along the 
southern property boundary and into the agricultural collection pond.  

Existing Land Uses/Zoning:  The existing land use is commercial agriculturally zoned and the 
existing operations included ornamental flowers. 

Existing Constructed Features (buildings, facilities, and other improvements):  The property 
includes four large greenhouses and three shade house structures as well as four outbuildings 
used to support the operations including a warehouse, storage building, well pump house and a 
miscellaneous equipment storage building.  

Surrounding Land Uses (including sensitive uses):  The surrounding parcels to the south and east 
are all zoned for commercial agricultural use similar to the subject parcel. The parcels to the south 
west are zoned for agricultural use and the parcels to the north and west are zoned for residential 
agricultural uses.  
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4. Required Site Improvements and Construction Activities:   

Site Improvements: No site improvements of any significance are proposed. The only 
improvements are the placement of security cameras for the operation. 

Construction Activities: No construction activities are proposed in association with this project.

Number of employees (total and by shift):  up to 6 including the owner 

Estimated Daily Trip Generation: 13 trips in a worst case scenario assuming all employees drive 
there own vehicles and leave at lunch and return plus one trip from a distribution company.

6. Environmental Commitments:  “Best Management and Operational Practices” (BMOP) 
requirements apply to all non-retail commercial cannabis businesses to reduce the environmental 
impacts of cannabis operations (Santa Cruz County Code Ch. 7.128.090.(A)(1)(a)(xi). A BMOP plan 
for this project was reviewed by the Cannabis Licensing Office and is kept on file with the license 
application. BMOP requirements for this project are noted below: 
 
BMOP “Site Design” (Section B) measures to avoid and minimize impact to land and biotic 
resources include: Fencing and Security (B.1.), and Water Storage (B.5.) 
 
BMOP Section D. “Operational Requirements” adopted by Native Selection Nursery and approved 
by the Cannabis Licensing Office include: Herbivory Prevention Plan (Section D.2.), Riparian Buffer 
Protection (D.3.), Storage of Pesticides, Fuel, and Hazardous Materials (D.5.), Water Supply and 
Quality (D.7.), Waste (D.8.), Access Roads (D.11.)  
 
Exceptions to categorical exemptions cited for the proposed non-retail cannabis project include: 
Class 1 “Existing Facilities” and Class 4 “Minor Alterations to land”. The County of Santa Cruz 
Cannabis Licensing Office has determined that the proposed project 1) is not visible from scenic 
highways and/or impactful to scenic resources, 2) is not located on a “Cortese List” site, 3) does 
not substantially change a historic resource, 4) is likely to not contribute to a significant 
cumulative environmental impact, 5) is not subject (by location and/or design) to unusual 
circumstances that would reasonably contribute to a significant environmental impact

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Project Statement 

Na.ve Selec.ons Business Overview 

Na#ve Selec#ons plans to manufacture cannabis products as well as cul#vate as a nursery at 190-210 
Robin Meadow Ln Watsonville, APN 109-341-17.  The proposed site is 10 acres and it is zoned CA and AG 
with all cannabis ac#vity proposed to occur on the CA side of the property at this #me.  Manufacturing 
opera#ons will include non-vola#le style extrac#on (annual type 6 license through the CDPH, equivalent 
to a Class 1 and 2 manufacturer per Santa Cruz County 7.128.130(A).  Manufacturing opera#ons will 
occur within the 5,200 square foot building as shown on A1.02.  Manufactured products will include 
rosin, #ncture, bubble hash, salve, kief, and pre-rolled hash infused joints.  Nursery will occur in the 
10,000 square feet pre exis#ng greenhouse.  Currently 9,000 square feet, but we lease is for 10,000 
square feet, and state license is also approved for 10,000 square feet.  We can reduce our state license if 
needed, but would like both to match. 

Cannabis waste from cul#va#on opera#ons will be disposed of in a locked compost bin. See Waste 
Management Plan for addi#onal detail. 

PARKING AND PEOPLE SUMMARY CO-LOCATION 

Manufacturing opera#ons are an#cipated need a minimum of 2 people when it begins.  The LLC includes 
two other par#al owners who will be responsible for labor.  This staff may work at the same #me or work 
in staggered shi`s in order to comply with parking limits and Covid-19 safety limits.  Manufacturing 
employees will eventually increase to 4 employees at once.  Nursery employees may include up to 4 
employees when fully opera#ng.  All opera#ons may occur up to seven days per week from 7 am to 7 
pm.   Site parking will be limited to 4 spaces for Na#ve Selec#ons.  There is a total of 11 parking spaces in 
the lot as detailed on site plan.  Excess vehicles are not proposed and will not be tolerated.  Car pooling 
will be encouraged a`er the pandemic ends.    

Daily vehicle trips to the site are an#cipated to include up to 5 (this assumes a worst case scenario of 
each employee driving their own vehicle, 2 numbers of trips to support manufacturing opera#ons and 3 
number of trips to support nursery opera#ons).  This number is very conserva#ve as opera#ons may 
share employees and the numbers projected here are assuming the site is opera#ng at its maximum 
capacity. 

Co-locator, Tommy D’Andrea also currently has no employees.  He is designated 4 parking spots as well 
for distribu#on and cul#va#on. 

PROJECT WITH CO-LOCATION CULTIVATION DESCRIPTION 

Cannabis cul#va#on opera#ons are proposed in 16,000 square feet.  Tommy D’Andrea cul#va#on was 
approx 6,000 square feet, although at some point he was poten#ally wan#ng to expand, but more 
recently said he was going to do less.  I am unsure what his current plan is, although it should also be 
submided by Workbench at the same #me with a Master Plan for the site. 
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Native Selections Nursery/Cultivation currently do not have any employees.  When we do hire employees, we will comply with all the requirements.
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Cannabis cultivation operations have been going on now for over 3 years on the property without any complaints or concerns.  There was an odor abatement plan in development due to the VOCs that occur with drying of cannabis, but now our site only freezes harvested cannabis, so it is unclear if the plan is still necessary.  Original paperwork including notes on LOLA from Robin Bolster-Grant state an odor abatement plan was not required.  I am happy to develop an Odor Abatement Plan if deemed necessary by the state or county.
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Future plans for retaining wall and slope reduction may be implemented within the next year, but 
evaluation of necessity is being appealed.
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
