	Project's Effects: The proposed Project would result in significant and unavoidable impacts due to Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT).  Specifically, Buildout of the Overall Project would exceed the County’s adopted Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) threshold by 4.9%, buildout of the Building 13 site would exceed the County’s adopted VMT threshold by 3.7%, buildout of the Buildings 14A and 14B site would exceed the County’s adopted VMT threshold by 3.9%, buildout of the Building 17 site would exceed the County’s adopted VMT threshold by 5.6%, and buildout of the Building 18 site would exceed the County’s adopted VMT threshold by 7.8%. EIR Mitigation Measure MM 4.18-2 has been identified, requiring the incorporation of Commute Trip Reduction (CTR) program features; however, even with the required mitigation, impacts due to VMT would remain significant and unavoidable.  There are no other significant and unavoidable impacts associated with the Project.
	Areas of Controversy: Based on comments received during the NOP review period, Project impacts to the environment under the issues of air quality, cultural resources, greenhouse gas emissions, and tribal cultural resources were identified as potential areas of concern.  In addition, the Project's significant and unavoidable impacts due to VMT also are considered an area of controversy for the Project.
