	Project Description: The Basin “DM” Expansion Project (Project) location is on the southeast corner of Copper Avenue and Peach Avenue in Fresno County. The Project consists of acquiring approximately 3.2 acres of land directly south of FMFCD’s existing Basin “DM” property. Basin “DM” is within the City of Clovis Sphere of Influence. 
 
The Project is for the acquisition and construction of 3.2-acres to expand an existing 19.14-acre stormwater basin. The revised basin design accounts for updated “C-factors” used to determine urban runoff volume. Additionally, the revised design includes public right-of-way dedications to the City of Clovis, which further reduced the buildable area on the existing property. The expansion of Basin “DM” will result in 56,800 cubic yards of additional excavation and is expected to occur over a 10 to 20-year period.  


	Project's Effects: The proposed project includes expansion of an exisiting stormwater basin. The project may have potentially significant effects related to biological and cultural resources. The proposed project includes mitigation measures for both cultural resources and biological resources. During construction procedures are in place to stop work should excavation reveal any cultural resources. For biological resources, pre-construction surveys are required for nesting birds and to identity whether special or listed species are present.
