Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Mitigated Negative Declaration 1S21-0006 (SCH#2022080431) will be recirculated for an additional 30-day public
review as a result of a missing technical document (Soil Vapor Intrusion Study) during the initial circulation and review
between August 22, 2022 and September 22, 2022. Upon completion of the initial 30-day public review, public comments
were received and included as part of the updated MND and technical documents.

The applicant proposes to develop a 178,156-square foot single-story industrial building for warehousing and office uses
on a vacant 9.72-acre parcel located at 517 Shinohara Lane. The proposed development would operate for 24 hours,
seven days a week with three varying shifts. The subject site is zoned ILP (Limited Industrial Precise Plan) with a
General Plan designation of IL (Limited Industrial). The project will include one entitlement for a Design Review
(DR21-0032) and a Mitigated Negative Declaration with Mitigation Measures and Reporting Program (1S21-0006) subject
to review and approval by the Planning Commission of the City of Chula Vista.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project could have an aesthetic impact during construction. With the implementation of MM AES-1, concerning the
staging of equipment relative to residential properties and keeping equipment clean and free of mud and dust before
entering the street, this impact is less than significant.

The project will impact sensitive uplands and coastal sage scrub. With the implementation of MM BIO-1, concerning the
purchase of credits in the San Miguel Conservation Bank, this impact has been mitigated to a less-than-significant level.

The project may also impact burrowing owls and nesting birds. With the implementation of MM BIO-2 and MM BIO-3, the
impacts to these species can be mitigated to a less-than-significant level.

Paleontological resources could be impacted during grading activities. With the implementation of MM PAL-1, this impact
will be mitigated to a less-than-significant level.

Lastly, the impacts of the possible hazard of mosquito breeding will be reduced to less-than-significant levels with MM
HAZ-1. Impacts from possible soil vapor contamination will be reduced through mitigation measures MM HAZ-2 through
MM HAZ-7.
