Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The City of American Canyon (City) proposes to annex an 83-acre area that is currently located in unincorporated Napa
County and within the City’s Sphere of Influence (SOI), into the City of American Canyon, pending amendments to the
City’s General Plan and zoning ordinance, and approval from the Napa County Local Agency Formation Commission
(LAFCo). The project includes changes to land use designations and pre-zoning, which would allow for industrial and
commercial development in the annexation area. The City also intends to extend Newell Drive as a parallel roadway to
SR 29 to relieve traffic congestion.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would result in potentially significant effects (that would be mitigated to a less than significant level) to
aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, energy, geology and soils (including paleontological
resources), greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, noise, public
services, tribal cultural resources, and wildfire. The project would involve implementation of aesthetics mitigation
measures (MMSs), including construction and operational lighting plans; air quality MMs, including implementing Bay Area
Air Quality Management District basic construction measures to reduce fugitive dust and health risk assessment
requirements; biological resources MMs, including site-specific biological resource assessment, pre-construction surveys
for Swainson's Hawk, other raptors, nesting birds, and Western Burrowing Owl, a Worker Environmental Awareness
Program, aquatic resources delineation, avoidance of jurisdictional features, and restoration for waters and wetlands;
cultural and tribal cultural resources MMs, including historic built environment studies, archaeological resources
assessments, unanticipated discoveries, and human remain requirements; geology and soils MMs, including
geotechnical investigation and requirement for retention of a qualified paleontologist; greenhouse gas MMs (which would
also reduce energy impacts), including construction best management practices, electric vehicle charging requirements,
all-electric buildings requirements, tier 2 advanced energy efficiency requirements, and carbon-free electricity source
requirements; hazards and hazardous material MMs, including Phase /Il Environmental Site Assessments; hydrology
MMs, including water pollution prevention plans and stormwater control plans; noise MMs, including construction noise
and vibration reduction measures, and operational control measures; public services MMs, including fire facilities
coordination; and wildfire MMs, including measures to reduce risk of wildfire. With implementation of mitigation
measures, impacts would be less than significant or less than significant with mitigation.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

No areas of controversy are known to the City of American Canyon at this time. Concerns raised by agencies and the
public are summarized in Table 1-1 of Chapter 1, Introduction, of the Draft EIR, as well as where and how these
concerns are addressed.

Provide a list of the responsible or trustee agencies for the project.

There are no responsible agencies for the project; however, several agencies have review authority over aspects of the
project or approval authority over projects that could potentially be implemented in accordance with various objectives
and policies included in the project. These agencies and their roles are listed below.

The Napa County Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCo) has responsibility for approving the City's annexation
application. LAFCo can use this EIR to adopt the City's annexation and proposed SOI.

The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) has responsibility for issuing take permits and streambed
alteration agreements for any projects with the potential to affect plant or animal species listed by the State of California
as rare, threatened, or endangered; or that would disturb waters of the State. Due to the potential for rare or endangered
species, the California Department of Fish and Wildlife is the only trustee agency for the project.

The Napa County Airport Land Use Commission is an advisory agency for the project. Most of the project site lays within
Zone D of the Napa County Airport Land Use Compatibility Zones, with the remainder in Zone E. Land within Airport
Land Use Compatibility Zones requires review from the Airport Land Use Commission.

The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) governs railroad crossings. The project is proposing the Newell Drive
Extension, which include an overcrossing over the Union Pacific Railroad. A permit is required by the CPUC for the
Newell Drive Extension overcrossing.
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
