	Project Description: The Proposed Project would involve the construction and operation of photovoltaic (PV) solar arrays at two Riverside Community College District (RCCD or District) campuses, Norco College and Moreno Valley College. The Norco College Project component would consist of a single ground-mounted fixed tilt solar array approximately 6 acres in size and associated underground lines and Battery Energy Storage System (BESS). The Moreno Valley College Project component would consist of a ground-mounted fixed tilt solar array approximately 2.7 acres in size. Both PV systems would include new underground lines. The construction of the Project is scheduled to begin in late 2022 and be completed in mid-2023. The construction period for each Project site will be approximately 6 months, with construction at the Norco College Project site beginning approximately 2 months before the Moreno Valley College Project site. 
 
Norco College, including the Project site, is encumbered with a Land Use Covenant. A Historical Hazards Evaluation conducted to assess the property did not identify any historical sites of contamination that overlap with the Project site.  The subject property is also currently under a voluntary cleanup agreement, initiated in 2011 and updated in 2019. Conditional approval of the Subsurface Investigation Report completed for the Proposed Project was granted by the Department of Toxic Substances Control on October 4, 2022.
