	Project Description: The proposed Westward Ho Siphon Replacement Project would install a new sewer line between Westward Ho Drive on the west end and Indio Water Authority (IWA) property on the east end, a total distance of approximately 1,130 feet. The proposed project would replace the existing siphon by connecting a new pipeline segment to the existing pipeline at connection points within Westward Ho Drive on the west side and within the IWA Plant No. 4 property on the east side of the Coachella Valley Stormwater Channel (CVSC). The new segment would be installed approximately 50 feet under the CVSC (at its deepest point) using horizontal directional drilling (HDD) to avoid direct impacts to the channel and impacts to the pipeline from future storm events.  
	Project's Effects: The Proposed Project would not have potentially significant effects once conditions of approval and mitigation measures are incorporated. Implementation of mitigation would reduce impacts to nesting birds (biological resources) to less than significant. Standard procedures would reduce potential impacts to archeological resources and human remains to less than significant. With mitigation, temporary construction noise would be reduced to less than significant.
