Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project includes two subdivisions including a 10.96-acre area (Map 20403) to include 37 residential lots and
subdivision of a 55.72-acre area (Map 20404) consisting of 89 residential lots. The Applicant is requesting a General
Plan Amendment (GPA) and Zoning Change (ZC) to change the current pre-zone of General Commercial to Low Density
Residential (R-1, 0 to 4 du/ac) for four of the 14 commercial designated lots within the 141-acre annexation area. The
remaining pre-zoned land use designations within the 141-acre annexation area would remain and include General
Commercial (C-2), Low Density Residential (R-1), and Very Low Density Residential (HR-VL). Concurrent with the
proposed GPA, Pre-Zone Change Application and TTM filings, an Annexation application will be filed and processed with
San Bernardino County Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO) to annex the Project Site into the City of Loma
Linda. Both projects are required to be annexed simultaneously in order to preclude the formation of an island of
territory. Both properties are currently adjacent to the City boundary.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project has the potential for impacts related to 1) aesthetics, 2) biological resources, 3) cultural resources,
4) geology and soils, 5) hazards; 6) noise; 7) traffic, and 8) tribal cultural resources. However, impacts would be avoided
or reduced to a less-than-significant level with the incorporation of mitigation measures discussed in the MND. A
summary of these mitigation measures include: 1) submittal of a photometric plan and final lighting plan; 2) conduct
pre-construction surveys for the burrowing owl and nesting birds within three days of earthwork. Prior to issuance of
grading permits obtain a 404 permit from US Army Corps of Engineers, 401 Certification from Santa Ana RWQCB and
1602 Permit from California Department of Fish & Wildlife; 3) implement avoidance or appropriate treatment measures in
case of an unanticipated discovery of human remains or archaeological resources; 4) prepare final geotechnical report
and monitor during all excavation into any areas of Miocene deposits of the San Timoteo Formation for unknown buried
fossils; 5) analyze soil for pesticides and any stained soils found during earthwork; 6) prohibit vibratory rollers within 20
feet and bulldozers within 12 feet of existing residential structures; 7) have applicant submit a traffic control plan and pay
fair share cost for impacts to traffic; and 8) contact tribes regarding any tribal cultural resources found, cease work within
a 60-foot buffer of discovery and prepare monitoring and treatment plan in the event resources are discovered.
