	Project Description: The Project entails the proposed development of three commerce center buildings on approximately 24.4 acres of a 29.4-acre property. A General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan Amendment and Zone Change are proposed for the entire 29.4-acre Project Site to change the designation from residential to industrial and expand the boundary of the SWIP Specific Plan. No development is currently proposed on APN 0255-011-15. On the other parcels, three buildings are proposed. Building 1 would contain 151,618  s.f. of floor area and 17 loading docks on the east side of the building. Building 2 would contain 196,336 s.f. of floor area and 26 loading docks on the west side of the building. Building 3 would contain 192,895 s.f. of floor area and 26 loading docks on the east side of the building. The three buildings would be supported by truck courts, trailer and passenger vehicle parking areas, drive aisles, and landscaping. In addition, the Project includes a transfer of 507 planned multi-family housing units pursuant to the City of Fontana’s No Net Loss Density Bonus/Replacement Program to ensure compliance with California’s Housing Crisis Act of 2019 (SB 330). 
	Project's Effects: Greenhouse Gas Emissions: No mitigation is feasible beyond compliance with the Title 24 Energy Efficiency Standards, the CalGreen Building Standards Code, and the requirements of Fontana Ordinance No. 1891.

Noise (Vibration):  Short-term construction-related vibration impacts would exceed significance thresholds at the location of the Fontana Adult School relocatable classrooms. The feasibility of temporarily moving the classrooms during the Project's construction cannot be assured. 

Transportation: The Project would generate vehicle miles traveled (VMT) that is above the regional baseline and would not help the City meet its objective to reduce VMT by 4% by 2035. The VMT generated by the Project would exceed the City’s significance threshold by 15.34% in the baseline condition and 11% in the cumulative year 2040 condition.
	Areas of Controversy: There are no known issues of controversy. Notwithstanding, the Lead Agency has identified potential issues of local concern including greenhouse gas emissions, noise, transportation, and proximity of the Project Site to several schools.
