The project applicant proposes to amend the General Plan designation of Commercial to Commercial /Residential and
change the zoning designation of Community Shopping Center (C-3) to Specific Plan-24 (SP-24) in order to allow
demolition of the existing two-story commercial structure and construction of two new podium buildings comprised of: a
four-story mixed-use development including 333 multi-family residential units (including 30 very low-income affordable
units), common areas, and amenities and approximately 5,300 square feet of commercial space with alcohol
consumption above semi-subterranean parking structures as well as the removal of seventeen (17) coast live oak
(Quercus agrifolia) trees and encroachment into the protected zone of eleven (11) coast live oak trees.,
