1. A Use Permit Amendment to PLNP2018-00190 to allow stadium lighting on the Jesuit High School athletic field in the
Residential 4 (RD-4) zoning district.

2. A Design Review to determine substantial compliance with the Sacramento County Countywide Design Guidelines
(Design Guidelines).

The proposed project is located on the north side of American River Drive, the west side of Jacob Lane, and the east
side of Piccadilly Circle on the Jesuit High School Campus, in the Carmichael/Old Foothill Farms community of
unincorporated Sacramento County. Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) is 289-0210-045.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project will have significant and unavoidable impacts related to aesthetics and noise. No feasible
mitigation measures are available for aesthetics. The noise mitigation measure for noise reduction strategies includes:
1.) Conclude evening events by 10 pm; and 2.) Reduce PA System Output and Usage. With this mitigation measure,
proposed project impacts related to noise will remain significant and unavoidable. The proposed project will have
impacts associated with air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, transportation, and tribal cultural resources
as significant or potentially significant, which could be reduced to a less-than-significant level through inclusion of
recommended mitigation measures. The air quality mitigation measure to comply with SMAQMD Basic Construction
Emission Control Practices will reduce project impacts to less than significant. The biological resources mitigation
measure for nesting bird surveys prior to demolition and construction activities will reduce project impacts to less than
significant. The cultural resources and tribal cultural resources mitigation measures to stop work and contact the
appropriate authority immediately in the event a resource is found during construction will reduce project impacts to less
than significant. The transportation mitigation measure for pedestrian safety improvements, including the installation of a
pedestrian crossing, will reduce project impacts to less than significant.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

The community has raised the following issues associated with the request:

1.) Potential impacts to noise from larger crowds attending games and the use of the existing PA system during the
evening/nightime hours.

2.) Potential impacts to aesthetics due to the four proposed stadium lights, at heights of 90 feet and 100 feet,
respectively, impacting the viewshed of the Jesuit High School campus and surrounding neighborhood during the
evening/nighttime hours.

3.) Potential impacts to traffic/circulation with the use of the proposed stadium lights during the evening/nightime hours.
Additional concerns related to pedestrian safety for game attendees and visitors using American River Drive to access
the stadium during the evening/nighttime hours.

4.) Potential impacts to Biological Resources (Migratory/Nesting Birds and other neighborhood wildlife) from the
proposed stadium lighting due to the proximity of the site from the American River Parkway. The project site and
adjacent residential neighborhoods consist of numerous mature trees.

5.) Potential impacts to Greenhouse Gas Emissions due to the project request.

6.) Potential nuisance impacts from project construction.

7.) Potential cumulative impacts associated with the project request due to the above noted concerns.
