	Project Description: The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to rehabilitate 40 drainage systems at 37 locations on U.S. 101  from post miles 0.00 to 54.00, from the Humboldt/Mendocino County line to the city of Rio Dell, Humboldt County, California. This project is necessary to preserve the roadway and prevent damage from storm events by repairing failing drainage systems that have exceeded their design life.
	Project's Effects: It is estimated the project would permanently impact 0.07 acre of jurisdictional wetlands. The project would have Less than Significant Impacts to Biological Resources with the following mitigation measure incorporated:   To compensate for impacts to state wetlands at the project site (CEQA Environmental Checklist Question 2.4c), Caltrans would utilize fen credits at the Fen Parcel located along SR 36, between the towns of Bridgeville and Dinsmore, in the Lower Eel River and Lower Van Duzen River watersheds.
	Areas of Controversy: The project is not anticipated to generate controversy by agencies or the public. The project includes 5 locations that are situated on or accessed through California State Parks land. Some of these locations would require permanent drainage easements from State Parks. All potential impacts have been discussed with State Parks personnel, and feedback received has been incorporated into the Section 4(f) de minimis determination. After the public notice period has concluded and the public has had a chance to comment on the de minimis findings, Caltrans will request written concurrence from State Parks on the Section 4(f) determination.
