	Project Description: A request to establish an outdoor event venue use on a 1.95-acre site improved with an outdoor lawn area, paved surface, and bathroom facilities in the QP (Quasi-Public) Zone. The property will be operated in conjunction with an on-site building that allows for the operation of a variety of indoor venues.  The site is located at 4211 W. Goshen Avenue on the southwest corner of Goshen Avenue and Chinowth Street. (APN: 085-630-003 and 085-630-001).
	Project's Effects: Noise: Noise levels associated with the proposed outdoor venue event use are expected to exceed the existing ambient noise levels, though with the following mitigation measures the impact is reduced to a level of less than significant.
Noise Measure 1.1) A 12‐foot AcoustiFence® acoustical treatment material along the southern property line. Based upon insertion loss model calculations, it was determined that the AcoustiFence® acoustical treatment material would reduce project‐related noise levels by approximately 10 dB at residential land uses adjacent to the project site. This noise attenuation would result in project‐related noise levels of approximately 43 dB L50 at the adjacent residential land uses. Such levels do not exceed the City of Visalia daytime or nighttime noise level standards and do not exceed existing (without project) ambient noise levels in the vicinity of the adjacent residential land uses.
Noise Measure 1.2) The hours of operation shall be limited to the proposed hours of 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. The findings of this analysis do not provide any determination of the project compliance outside of these hours.
