	Project Description: The proposed project includes site and architectural review to construct a 201-unit multi-family project on one parcel totaling approximately seven (7) adjusted gross acre. Tentative Parcel Map is a proposal to merge seven (7) parcels into one (1) for a seven-acre multi-family residential project, and a Design Review for site and architectural review of 201 residential units in fifteen (15) multi-family buildings. The project proposal includes various amenities, parking, landscaping, and carports. The project site would be accessible for residents and visitors via Foothill Boulevard and a gated entrance on Alder Avenue. Pedestrians would be able to access the project site via the sidewalks along Foothill Boulevard. The project site is generally located on the southeast corner of Foothill Avenue and Alder Avenue at 17759 and 17797 Foothill Avenue (APN 0246-011-11,-24, -25, 26-, -27, -33, and -37).
	Project's Effects:  - Air Quality: The project could expose sensitive receptors to pollutant concentrations. Construction-related activities would result in temporary project-generated emissions of diesel particulate matter (DPM) exhaust emissions from off-road, heavy-duty diesel equipment for site preparation, grading, building construction, and other construction activities. However, with incorporation of Mitigation Measure AQ-1, the project would reduce DPM emissions by approximately 81 to 96 percent as compared to equipment that meet the Tier 2 off-road emissions standards, depending on the specific horsepower rating of each piece of equipment. Thus, construction activities would not expose sensitive receptors to substantial toxic air contaminant concentrations, and construction-related health impacts would be less than significant with mitigation. 

 - Biological Resources: The project site has the potential to provide minimal foraging and nesting habitat for year-round and seasonal avian residents, as well as migrating songbirds that could occur in the area. Implementation of Mitigation Measure BIO-1 would ensure compliance with the California Fish and Game Code (CFGC) Section 3503 and Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) with respect to nesting birds by reducing the impact through pre-construction nesting bird surveys and avoidance of active nests. 

 - Cultural Resources: The potential for significant archaeological resources exist on the project site. Mitigation Measure CR-1 requires archaeological monitoring be conducted during ground disturbing activities at the project site. Mitigation Measure CR-2 stipulates resource avoidance and handling. With Mitigation Measures CR-1 and CR-2 impacts would be less than significant.
