	Project Description: The Project Applicant seeks to demolish the existing structures and redevelop the 16.39-acre site as a warehouse facility with approximately 336,761 square feet (s.f.) of building area. Of the total building square footage, the Project would allocate 322,261 s.f. for warehousing/distribution and 14,500 s.f. for office uses. The Project would require demolition of the existing buildings and structures, associated on-site landscaping, and associated on-site parking. The Project also includes surface parking with ±256 parking spaces. Of the ±256 spaces, there are ±218 standard automobile parking stalls, 5 standard accessible parking stalls, 2 van accessible parking stalls, and 23 electric vehicle (EV) standard parking stalls, 1 EV standard accessible parking stall, 1 EV van accessible parking stall, 1 EV ambulatory parking stall, and 5 clean air/van pool parking stalls. Passenger vehicle parking stalls would be located in parking areas positioned around all sides of the proposed building. Additionally, 14 short term and 14 long term bicycle spaces would be provided. The Project would further include 57 truck trailer parking spaces located south of the building, closest to the 57 proposed dock doors.
	Project's Effects: The Project has the potential to result in the following significant effects: 1) Cultural Resources: The Project site has the potential to contain buried archaeological resources.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities so that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.  2) Geology and Soils: The Project site has the potential to contain buried paleontological resources.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities so that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.  3) Hazards and Hazardous Materials: The Project site has the potential to contain Underground Storage Tanks.  Mitigation is provided to require  soil survey if a Underground Storage Tank is discovered onsite.  4) Tribal Cultural Resources:  The Project site is located within a traditional tribal use area and there is potential that tribal cultural resources could be uncovered on-site during grading and trenching activities.  Mitigation is provided to require monitoring during ground-disturbing activities to that no impacts will occur to any resources that may be uncovered on-site.
